For over 35 years, Galcom has supported missionaries in some of the most remote areas on earth by building 

radio stations and supplying them with solar-powered, fixed-tuned radios so they can expand their reach and 

multiply their impact. Most of the world does not read or have access to electricity in their homes. Radio is the 

most efficient way to reach them with the good news of Jesus Christ.  

To further our work, we host an annual Golf Tournament; last year, thanks to the generous support of our 

golfers and sponsors, we were able to provide radios to inmates in prisons in Peru. God offers His grace and 

forgiveness to all, and our team, who delivered the radios, were overcome by the emotion some of the inmates 

expressed when they got a solar radio and an audio Bible. Hearing the 

message of God’s love is overwhelming for many of them. 

We want to make that big of an impact again this year. We are partnering 

with a pastor in Kenya who built a rough station to reach his community, 

but his dreams were bigger than his wallet. This is where Galcom comes in! 

We want to build a proper tower, upgrade his transmitter, and build a 

proper studio. Bishop Amara has a vision to reach the community of Migori 

daily with the Gospel in a way they can understand.
